This bowl was part of a service made for Adam Duncan (1731-1804) who was a British admiral famous for
destroying the Dutch fleet at Camperduin in 1797 during the Napoleonic wars.

Condition: two pieces re-stuck at rim by one of the ships and a restored rim chip.
